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The Women’s Centennial Archive Project is a multimedia, 
interactive website that houses100 stories for 100 years of 
women who worked at or graduated from the University 
of Omaha/ University of Nebraska at Omaha in the 20th 
and early 21st centuries. 

By seeking out the histories of UNO alumnae, sta�, 
faculty, and administrators, the WCAP provides a more
intimate look at the individual and collective experiences 
of women across decades that connect the evolving 
university with national history (the Dust Bowl years; 
World War II; the 1950s; the Vietnam Era; second-wave 
feminism; the post-9/11 world). 

The WCAP provides a unique portal into the University 
of Nebraska at Omaha’s history and by extension a 
fascinating entrance into Nebraska history from the 
past century.
